INDUSTRIAL PRETREATMENT PROGRAM
SANITARY SEWER SPECIAL DISCHARGE REQUEST

This form is a request for Metro Water Recovery (Metro) to authorize a proposed sanitary sewer discharge of sewage, water, substances, materials or waste listed in or related to Section 6.13 of Metro’s  ). All decisions regarding Special Discharge Requests are provided in writing. Approvals are issued solely at the discretion of Metro and shall not constitute future approval of the same or any additional or similar discharges.

This completed form and required information must be submitted no later than six (6) calendar weeks prior to the date that the requestor would like to commence discharge.

Incomplete requests cannot be processed, and review work will be placed on hold until a complete request is submitted.  Complete requests must include all information required on the form, including all analytical results and applicable material safety data sheets (SDS).

Before submitting this request, please note that the following sanitary sewer discharges will not be approved and are prohibited: 
· Groundwater containing one or more PFAS analytes listed in Appendix A at a level above detection for the specified analytical method. 
· Wastewater containing radionuclides above 5 pCi/g including Radium 226 and/or Radium 228, and/or Polonium 210, and/or Lead 210.
 
Please note that all Industrial Pretreatment Program submittals made to Metro must be in hard copy format; that is via US Mail, FedEx/UPS or similar, courier or hand-delivery. Metro does not currently have EPA approval to receive Industrial Pretreatment Program submittals electronically. Redundant electronic submittals (in addition to hard copy submittals) can be transmitted to Metro via e-mail (amzimmerman@metrowaterrecovery.com) but cannot be used to meet the 6-week request submittal deadline or any other requirements.
